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Introduction

Over the past twenty years, the City of Center has resurfaced or reconstructed all of the streets
within the city limits. In August 2016, every street was driven and visually inspected. It is the focus
of this report to evaluate all streets and to recommend the various streets that need some form of
rehab in order to bring them to a condition considered standard for transportation.

Purpose and Objectives

The purpose of this report is to identify, evaluate and prioritize those streets that are in need of basic
rehab, reconstruction oroverlay. Thisreportwill also recommend reconstruction methods, costs and
scheduling for improvements.

The main objective of this report is to evaluate, prioritize and schedule recommended improvements
for those streets currently in need of various forms of rehab. Costs for these improvements were
also developed.

Evaluation Criteria

The Evaluation Criteria utilized for this report was as follows:
Poor

Slightly Below Average

Average
Excellent - these streets are typically of concrete construction

An entire list of streets is attached in Appendix B with the indication of each streets evaluation.
Construction Measures
After a visual inspection of every street in this program, it is apparent that there are various forms
of rehab that is needed. Some will actually need complete reconstruction which would include
excavation, 6" subgrade preparation, six inch (68") flexible base to 2" hot mix asphaltic concrete
(HMAC) surface. Included in this construction should be ditch cleaning, driveway and roadway
culvert installation where required.
For the purposes of this report, we have targeted thirty-three streets that we feel need some form
of rehab over the next three years. Of those thirty-three streets we have broken them down into the
following categories of rehab:

1. RECONSTRUCTION

2. SCARIFY, MIX, & RECOMPACT

3. MILL & OVERLAY

4, PATCH

5. MISCELLANEOUS REPAIRS
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
